At North Omaha
Music & Arts (NOMA),
music education isn't
just a program — it's a
pillar of our mission.
We believe every child deserves

the opportunity to discover their
voice, rhythm, and creativity

through music. That belief has
led to a bold investment in our second-floor learning labs, a
state-of-the-art space designed to nurture talent, inspire growth,

and meet the rising demand for our programs.

This summer, we proudly completed construction on our
piano, drum, and bass/guitar labs, with our dance studio
and broadcast space nearing completion. Each lab is an
independent learning areq, allowing five different classes
to operate simultaneously, with 10 student stations per lab —
ensuring focused, hands-on instruction.

e Piano Lab: 10 student stations + instructor piano for group
learning and individual growth.

e Drum Lab: Nebraska's only state-of-the-art Roland
electronic drum kits — 10 stations for rhythm and technique.

e Bass & Guitar Lab: Featuring Squier Jazz Basses and
guitars — students dive into harmony and groove.

e Broadcast Studio: Industry-standard tech introduces
students to audio/video production, livestreaming,
and podcasting.

e Dance Studio: A space for movement, expression, and
connection — where music meets motion.
